In 2002, Pennsylvania set yearly expectations for student
proficiency. From 2002 through 2004 our schools were expected
to see 45% of enrolled students score proficient in reading and
35% score proficient in math.

Expectations for student proficiency were increased by the state |
2005. Inthe 2008-2010school years , our schools are expected to
see at least 63% of enrolled students score proficient in reading
and 56% score proficient in math.
